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The goal of the panel is to identify promising new applications of the answer set
programming paradigm which may help turn this approach into a more widely used
programming methodology. The discussions will center around the following questions:

1. Which innovative applications demonstrate best the power of ASP?
2. Is current ASP technology sufficient to handle these applications, or do we need to

develop our methods further? If so, what are the most urgent developments?
3. What needs to be done to make ASP one of the mainstream programming technolo-

gies? Should we care about this at all?
